
Lyndhurst Thursday Night Mixed Triples League 2026

The purpose of this competition is to encourage all members to take part in a friendly league. Each squad of players will be selected to have a mixed level of ability by total handicap, by the organising committee. Ideally this will help all players taking part to enjoy the game avoid mismatches & improve standards & encourage confidence to represent the club in external matches.
Any questions that arise during the competition will be answered/resolved by Frank Close in his club role of all bowling matters director.

Rules:
1. Start time of matches will be 6.15pm. 
2. Each match will be a maximum of 16 ends each player will have 3 woods.
3. If a match needs to be rearranged for any reason the game must be played within 2 weeks of the original date.
4. The team captains of this match must pick from 2 dates within that time. If one team cannot complete the fixture then they will forfeit the match points.
5. Teams can interchange players during a match to give all squad members even playing time although this is optional. Players are also allowed to change position during a match this is also optional. Each team must select a captain who is responsible for ensuring full team attendance. It is preferable that each team organise a rota to ensure all players play as much as possible during the season.
6. If a team can only field 2 players on a match day they will play with 3 woods, the opponent’s team of 3 will bowl with 2 woods only. The team of 2 will have their score reduced by one third for the result of the match. A total of 18 ends must be played in these matches.
7. 3 points for a winning team, 1 point for each team in a drawn match. Skips to keep scores. Cards to be handed in at the end of each round to a member of the committee and league will be updated a.s.a.p.
8. Shots for and against will also be tabulated and taken into account for final league positions.
9. Rinks will be drawn each week for all games.
10. Cost per team each week is £3.00.
11. In the event of no play due to weather conditions each team will get 1 point.
12. There will be no trial ends. Maximum of 1 shot to be scored first 2 ends.
13. Mat can be positioned from 2 metres up to yellow marker from ditch with 23 metre minimum Jack length.
14. [bookmark: _GoBack]League will start 4th June weather permitting & will be played on consecutive Thursdays through June and July, with the last week scheduled to be the 30th July.  However Club National & County games take preference & could require match days to be rearranged.
15. We have 10 teams for 2026, with 5 members per team and hopefully teams will be picked from those members, depending on availability. We do have some nominated reserves, they will only be able to replace players for matches of the same handicap rating.
16. Partners or spouses will not be selected in the same team.
17. On the last Thursday of the season (30th July) all scheduled matches must be played at the same time, no matches will be rearranged.
18. It is hoped that the club bar will be open on match days.
